· When using the electronic version, enter the data and use the delete key to remove the extra underlines on any line of the form.  Additional lines can be added to any table by tabbing the bottom right cell of the table.
· To refer a client to a Residential Rehabilitation Program (RRP) in Anne Arundel County, complete the attached application.  (The clinician who works most closely with the consumer is usually the most appropriate person to complete the application).  Make sure to include the birthdate and DSM-IV Codes for diagnoses – all five digits.
· Be sure to have the consumer sign the Consent to Release Information on page 4.
· Medical Necessity Criteria must indicate the psychiatric reasons for RRP and illustrate why the client cannot function independently in the community.
· Priority is given to Anne Arundel County Residents.  If you are referring a client for A. A. County RRP who is not currently an A. A. County resident, the referral must go to the county of residence first with an explanation of why out-of-county placement is requested.
· This referral does not guarantee placement.  RRPs interview clients as vacancies occur (as directed by the CSA) and make placements decisions independently.
· Questions regarding program vacancies should be directed to the CSA, not the programs.
